Start Time: 10:00am Long route departs, approx 8 miles THIS ROUTE 
IS UNSUITABLE FOR PUPPIES and BUGGIES/SMALL 
CHILDREN 

 10:30am Medium route departs, approx 5 miles THIS ROUTE 
IS SUITABLE FOR OLDER PUPPIES 

 11:30am Short walk departs, approx 2 miles THIS ROUTE 
IS SUITABLE FOR ALL PUPPIES/BUGGIES/SMALL 
CHILDREN 

 

Notes: All walks depart from the campsite. Anyone not 

camping should be at the rally field at the appropriate time.

There will be watering points en-route but it may be prudent 

to carry some water, depending on the weather. 

 

One final note is not to forget your mobile and camera!!!! 
 

Long route summary:    7 miles to the pub, with a 1 mile walk back to campsite. 

Includes a couple of gates and styles.  Crossing various 

terrains before heading through the village of Uffington 

where the pub is based.  



 

Medium route summary:   4 miles to the pub, with a 1 mile walk back to campsite. 

Includes a few gates.  Crossing various terrains and also has 

more road walking than the long route, it takes you through 

the scenic village of Woolstone, before heading across 

farmland and then onto the village of Uffington where the 

pub is based. 

 

Short route summary: 1 mile to the pub, then 1 mile back to the campsite.  There 

are 3 buggy/dog friendly gates.  This walk does include a fair 

bit of country road walking. 

 

Campsite: 
 

Site: The campsite consists of a number of fields located around a 

private farm.  The campsite does have on site toilets and 

showers two fields away, but portaloos will be placed in our 

field.  There is a stand pipe in the field but there are no 

electric hookups.  Generators are allowed but only until 10pm 

prompt.    

   

Dogs: 

All dogs must be kept under control at all times:  

possibly livestock nearby. There is no limit on the number of 

dogs per booking. 

Windbreaks are free but Gazebo’s are £6.00 extra per night. 

They feel they wouldn’t be able to get rid of the amount that 

ours dogs would produce over the weekend, so I will be taking 

a couple of plastic bins marked ‘Dog waste’ and take to our 

local tip after the weekend. 

 

Waste Disposal: General rubbish can be placed in the bag/s provided by the 

farm and taken up to the farm entrance each day if 

necessary. 

 

Recycling: Plastic bottles/cans/glass should be placed in the recycling 

boxes by the entrance of the farm. 

 

Tearoom: There is a Tearoom open on Sundays and bank holidays from 

3-6pm and serves homemade cream teas.  The front paddock 

by the Tea room is used as a car park during this time. 

 

General: Basically we are using a field located at a farm, there will be 

no livestock in the field but it is quite a basic campsite… 

One warning is that there is no shade around the field so 

wind-brakes would need to be bought for the dogs if weather 

is warm.

Directions to Campsite 

 

From the West: 
 

 

Take the A420 from Swindon heading towards Shrivenham 

Go through 1 roundabout, and then under the railway bridge 2.8 miles  

Turn right and stay right toward Ave Rd, over one railway bridge 0.6 miles 

At Broughton turn left at Ave Rd 0.5 miles  

Turn right at B4000 towards Ashbury 2.5 miles 

Turn left at B4507/Walnut Trees Hill  

Continue to follow B4507 

Destination will be on the right 3.2 miles 

There will be an AMWA sign close to the venue. 

 

 Faringdon, Oxfordshire SN7 7QJUK 

 

From the North: 
 

From the A34 heading to Oxford/Newbury  

Take the A420 exit toward Bristol/Oxford/Swindon  0.2 miles  

At Botley Interchange, take the 3rd exit onto A420 heading to Bristol/Cumnor/Eynsham/Swindon/Faringdon  4.8 miles  

At Tubney Wood Roundabout, take the 1st exit onto A338  

Go through the villages of Frilford and East Hanney, then over railway bridge, then through 3 roundabouts  8.8 miles  

Turn right at the roundabout at A417/Wallingford St  (quite tight because of parked cars) 0.2 miles  

Turn sharp left at A417/Market Pl  

Continue to follow Market Pl (do not go round the Market Place)105 ft  

Continue on A338/Newbury St  0.1 miles  

Turn right at B4507/Portway (staggered cross roads)  

Continue to follow B4507,  

(About 2.5 miles along take care at  almost hidden crossroads, there is a sharp drop to crossroads and you will have to 

stop. 

The roads then get quite windy and tight in places until the destination.) 

Destination will be on the left  5.9 miles from the staggered crossroads/Portway. 

Look out for the AMWA sign close to venue.  

 

 Faringdon, Oxfordshire SN7 7QJUK 

 

From the South/East: 
 

At junction 14 of the M4, take the A338 exit to Wantage/Hungerford 0.2 miles 

At the roundabout, take the 3rd exit onto A338/Baydon Rd heading to Wantage 0.4 miles 

Turn left at B4000/Baydon Rd  

Continue to follow B4000 5.5 miles (road changes to Ermin Street then back to Baydon Rd, the B4000 also changes into 

B4001,  just remember to follow road to Lambourn) 

Go through Lambourne and continue on B4001/Oxford St (which turns into Wantage Rd) 

Continue to follow B4001 1.4 miles  

Turn left toward Blowingstone Hill 3.6 miles 

Continue straight onto Blowingstone Hill 0.5 miles 

Turn left at B4507, The roads then get quite windy and tight in places until the destination. 

Destination will be on the left 1.2 miles, Look out for the AMWA sign close to venue.
